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"Meth Mouth" 

Over the past few years, Dentists in the United States have come across an increasing medical phenomena, which they have named "METH MOUTH". This may indicate that the person that they are dealing with is a methamphetamine user. The first indication is small black spots of decay on the teeth usually along the gum line. The spots continue to grow and rot the teeth causing them to become brittle and shatter to the touch. This is either caused by smoking or snorting meth (prolonged use). As always caution should be used when dealing with methamphetamine users as the side effects can cause irritability, hallucinations, anxiety, paranoia and increased aggression to mention a few. "Triple C" use by Adolescents 
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Coricidin Cough and Cold, called "Triple C" by the mostly school age users who abuse the drug, may mimic the hallucinogenic effects similar to those of LSD if taken in high doses. According to anecdotal information received by drug treatment center professionals and their clients, a box of these pills (16 to 20 pills) must be ingested in order to achieve the desired hallucinogenic 

effects. 

One of the active ingredients in the product is Chlorpheniramine Maleate (CPM), which can be dangerous and even fatal if ingested in high doses. The other active ingredient is Dextromethorphan Hydrobromide (DXM HBr), which is a member of the drug class dissociative anaesthetics, and has psychedelic effects similar to Ketamine ("Special K") or Phencyclidine (PCP). 

Coricidin Cough and Cold is sold over the counter in most drug stores and goes for about $6 a box making it accessible and affordable. 

Some common paraphernalia used by Triple C abusers is a pill crusher or other crushing instrument, filters and stirring instruments, all used to facilitate the extraction of DXM HBr from the Coricidin pills. Some side effects of Triple C abuse are hallucinations, increased body temperature, nausea, abdominal pain, vomiting, irregular heartbeat, headaches, high blood pressure, seizure, brain damage and even death. 
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
